SALT PAINTING

HOW TO



Print out a constellation (or more) of
your choice from the Constellation
Printables collection.  .  

*It works best if you use cardstock.  OR
you can use the templates as a model to
draw the stars onto dark construction
paper instead.    

 

Step 1

Run lines of Elmer's glue in between
the stars to form the constellation.  

*Be careful not to use too much glue. 

 

Step 2

Sprinkle salt over the wet glue.  
Shake off the excess (like glitter).  
Set it aside and give the glue time to
dry completely. 

 

Step 3



Once the glue has dried, again shake off any
excess salt.  
Water down some paint (or use water colors
if you have them on hand). 
Use your q-tip (or paint brush if you prefer)
to drip watered down paint onto the salt
lines in whatever colors you like. 
Keep dripping on paint until your
constellation is fully colored.
